Background: Your library research will help you add to your book review and literary analysis as well as help you locate content for your literary magazine and your interactive display. By using authentically sound primary and secondary sources, you will prepare yourself for collegiate level work. During your library research, you will find and evaluate reliable, authentic, educationally sound print and nonprint sources. You will be asked to use specific databases,  search engines, and web sites as well as specific reference texts. Inevitably, when reading, discussing, analyzing, and writing about a text, your voice must share space with the author’s voice, other critics’ voices, and the major influences of the author’s life. 

Task and Content to locate in your research:

1) You will create an Annotated Bibliography (See assignment sheet of format and examples)–

After using proper MLA style citations (For MLA style: check library handouts, use noodlebib.com or MLA web site), a brief description of text and how you will use it follows.

You must have a minimum of 8 sources of criticism from various types of texts: 

· Print and nonprint sources
Remember as you continue this project, more sources may be needed (ADD) and some may prove unworthy (DELETE). The annotated bibliography is evolving throughout the process.

2) You will find direct quotations Critical Analysis and Book Reviews (See assignment sheet of format and examples)-The direct quotations from critics should be about the works and author– what are the critics of this time as well as later critics saying about this work, this author? You will use these quotations to support your points in your literary analysis and book reviews as well as your Critics’ Corner.

3) You will research and save the following information for your magazine and display (See assignment sheet):

· The author’s biographical timeline 
· The author’s literary timeline 
· The author’s culture

· The author’s contemporaries

· The author’s close circle of friends, lover(s)

· The author’s favorite pastimes

· The author’s claim to fame

· Type of literature that was popular then and why

· Why the author chose this vehicle to share his/her thoughts

· The time period

· Political and Economical information

· Theatre during this time period

· Art from this time period

· Music from this time period

· Science and Math from this time period

· Food and Agriculture from this time period

· Sports and Leisure from this time period

· OTHER?

SETUP: You must store your materials, cites, sources, writings, locations of pictures, etc. in two places: on your computer and in a 3-ring binder (I have plenty in my office, you are welcome to one of them).

On a computer:

1) Use your “G” drive. Create a folder or separate folders titled under: Author Magazine Project, OR

2) Use a floppy disk. Create folder or separate folders titled under: Author Magazine Project, OR

3) Use a memory stick. Create folder or separate folders titled under: Author Magazine Project

In a binder:

1) Use a 3-ring binder and divide into sections OR

2) Use a 3-ring binder with pockets
