Timeline and Requirements

Your Task: You will be creating a literary magazine, a preview for your interactive display, and an interactive display for the World Authors Symposium based on an author’s life - the author’s work, literary time period, and culture. If you pace yourself, stay abreast of the timeline and assignments, and hand in your work on time, you should enjoy the readings and the project. At specific steps, some classroom time will be set aside for this project. This time will involve research in the library and in class writing. Most of the steps below have separate assignment sheets, assessments, and models. You will receive them with this handout or at a later date. In my office, I have samples of former World Literature students’ magazines. You may stop by at any time to peruse them if you miss the opportunity to peruse them in class. You may use their sources and ideas as a starting point. 

MOST IMPORTANTLY, throughout the semester, if I do not give homework on a particular night, consider this your homework.

Author Magazine Timeline



Due Dates

	STEP 1) Personal research time 

· Search through selected databases/websites for your author and the texts you will read.

· Select 3 works, depending on the difficulty level and genre.


	· Library: Tues. Jan. 31

· Fill out form on your top 3 choices  for authors and possible text titles 

· Due Tues. Jan 31 end of period.

· Wed. Feb 1 receive assigned author

· Secure 1 text to read for now, the rest locate and know where to find later

· There will be no changes in author

	· STEP 2) Read texts

· Begin reading as soon as you receive approval from me. 

· Annotating as you read:

· Use Post Its or write down significant quotations to be used in your magazine as well as essays 

· Write down connections to other texts that you have read this year. You will include one page of connections in magazine. 

· Draft an outline for a literary analysis of the text. List themes.
· Take notes on merits and demerits of the text for your book review
	· Each text has a due date
· Text One: read one text and in class create Inspiration Graphic organizer. Bring in notes, significant quotes and connections. Due Tues. Feb. 28 & March 1 library
· Text Two: read another text and in class write rough draft of book review. Bring in notes, significant quotes and connections. For Thurs. March 22 (computer lab) Due Fri. March 23
· Text Three: read another text and in class write rough draft of book review. Bring in notes, significant quotes and connections. For Fri. April 28

	STEP 3) Research works and author –

Create Two Annotated Bibliographies – 

· Brief description of all sources and cited correctly 

· This will support your essays and magazine 

· You must have a minimum of 8 sources of criticism from various types of texts. 

· AB #1: your print sources
· AB#2: your non print sources –websites and databases

	· Library research time: Mon – Thurs. April 4/4, 4/5, 4/7 
·  Due Thurs. April 27
· Typed and follows format. Remember as you continue this project, more sources may be needed and some may prove unworthy. The annotated bibliography is evolving throughout the process.

· If you copy from a source, please cite it; otherwise, you are plagiarizing.

	STEP 4) Critics’ Corner: Quotes from famous critics about your author and work 
· Complete this alongside your literary analysis

· Direct quotations from critics about the works and author– what are the critics of this time as well as later saying about this work? 

· Write down quote and critic’s name
· This can be in the form of a chart, graphic organizer, list
· These reviews should be included in your Annotated Bibliography if not already.

	STEP 5) All  3 Book Reviews Due 

· one page for each work in format for magazine. (total of 3 book reviews)

· Proofread in class
	Due Fri. May 5

	STEP 6) Literary Analysis final copy
· Choose one or two works and select any literary term to analyze within the text

· ADD outside criticism to your analysis

· Include the criticism you use in your  annotated bibliography (you will not need a Works Cited page)

· Everyone is responsible for writing a literary analysis

	STEP 7) a) Conferences on Creative pieces: crossword puzzles, pictures, and other graphics, and general progress

b) final draft of the following for proofreading: literary analysis, critical reviews, author’s cultural background, author’s biographical and/or literary timeline, edited your two annotated bibliographies
	In class sharing, proofreading, conferencing, compiling of magazine, completing PowerPoint segment, and working on Interactive Display

Consider: Humor: Create a political cartoon, an advertisement to sell the book, summarize a book from a selected critical lens

	STEP 8) Write reflection on author for inside cover of magazine (2 paragraphs)

	STEP 10) Final Author Magazine completed and bound

***After you have read the works, written your responses, cited your sources, and collected your quotations from the texts and criticism about the texts and the author, consider other aspects of  the author that you need to emphasize in your magazine, your PowerPoint segment and your interactive display. You may include this in the author’s biographical timeline or add throughout the magazine. Be creative in the layout of each page. Be creative in your interactive display- include pictures, excerpts of writing, dress up as the author or the time period, play music from the time period, create puzzles or a game to play, etc. Ask your teachers for help- many are ardent travelers and would gladly share any artifacts purchased.
You must include 6 of the following additions in the form of writing, pictures, advertisements selling his/her texts, graphics, cartoons, CD…
· The author’s culture

· The author’s contemporaries

· The author’s close circle of friends, lover(s)

· The author’s favorite pastimes

· The author’s legacy

· The time period

· Type of literature that was popular then and why

· Why the author chose this vehicle to share his/her thoughts

· Political and Economical information

· Theatre during this time period

· Popular art of this time period

· Music from this time period
