Your Task:

1. After reading your author’s work and completing the Annotated Bibliography, decide on one of the three texts to analyze for the literary analysis section of your magazine. 

2. If working with a partner, each one is responsible for a literary analysis – decide who will write about which text. YOU ONLY NEED TO ANALYZE TWO of the THREE TEXTS.

3. This literary analysis will be the standard essay of 5 to 6 paragraphs. 

4. Check the second page for choices of literary terms to analyze within the context of the text. I included this list on the back of your Book Review assignment.

5. You will be graded on the following. Do your best. This should not be an outline. I should be proofreading and briefly editing your paper. 

6. If you need support, make an appointment with me for a conference during my free periods 3,4,(in room A104), 5 (in library or in cafeteria) or after school. 

7. On Friday, April 8, 2005, please hand in your literary analysis with this assessment sheet stapled to it. Due to time constraints, I cannot accept any late essays. If not handed in on time, you will receive a zero, yet you still need to complete the essay for the magazine. Budget your time.

( Setup of paper: typed, title of literary analysis, your name, Times New Roman, font size 12, single spacing, and in column form. Note: the font can be different and your name will not appear on the final copy for the magazine (5 pts)

( Strong Introduction (20 pts)

· Uses an appropriate and thoughtful hook 

· Includes author and title 

· Includes literary term(s) to be discussed 

· Includes thesis statement - what you will prove 

(What conclusions did you make concerning this text?) 

( Uses Topic Sentences and Relevant Support – (40 pts)

· Direct quotations from and references to text (AUTHOR)

· Direct quotations from and references to literary criticism (LITERARY CRITICS)

· Uses summary, facts, and inferences where necessary (YOU)

· Shows evidence of reading, discussing and analysis of content of text. 

· Organizes in order of importance. 

· Structure: Uses 3 to 4 topics/paragraphs 

( Conclusion, (15 pts)

· Proves thesis, 

· Extends to other texts by the author or universal theme

· Comes to new understandings about author or text  

( Uses literary terms: call it what it is: (5 pts)

· Label themes, foil, protagonist, symbols, metaphors, plot structure, etc.

( Style: Uses transitional words and phrases. Varies sentence structure. Word Choice (5pts)

( Stays in 3rd person voice. (5 pts)

( Uses correct punctuation: commas and semicolons. No more than 3 errors (5pts)
